The pressure from data
growth and global regulations
such as the European Union
Data Retention Directive (EU

DRD), Health Insurance
Portability and Sarbanes-
Oxley has meant that

businesses are now required
to store an increasingly large
amount of information, while
being accountable for how
they organise it. As a result
there has been a surge in the
demand from businesses
looking for a new way to
manage their data to increase
efficiency and reduce costs.

The need for a new
approach

In  recent vyears,
dynamics have been forcing
enterprises to make business

market

transaction or event data (i.e.
structured data) accessible
both more quickly and in
greater historical depth. This

is supported by research
demonstrating  how  the
amount of data that

businesses store is growing. A
recent study conducted by IDC
has shown that by 2010 the
amount of information held in

the world is expected to be at
least six times higher than it
was 2007. This is accounted
for by a rise in stored data
and records such as stock
trades, ATM transactions, SMS
messages, and internet data.
In addition, the adoption and
expansion of technologies
around the world including
broadband, mobile and the
internet has caused the
volume of structured data to

multiply.

Traditionally,  corporations
have built their IT
infrastructures  around a

‘tiered’” model comprised of
storage databases, middleware
and simple applications.
While this method previously
served as an
technology model for
organisations, coping with the
proliferation of data and the
costs associated with its
management has meant that
IT executives have needed to
look for

effective approaches.

The impact of
compliance

Compliance is one of the
principle drivers underpinning
the rise in data that organisations
are required to retain. Despite
the increase in legislation and
regulations that companies
must now adhere to, many
business leaders are attempting
to extend their existing IT
environments to store all of
the data that is required to be
compliant.

The EU DRD is a recent high
profile  regulation  which
highlights the need for
organisations to look at
alternative approaches to
structured data management.
The Directive requires that all
telecommunications and ISP
firms retain call and Internet
Protocol (IP) data and make it
accessible for immediate
authorised disclosure for a
period between six months
and two years so that police
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
